On February 10, 1807 Congress
authorized a “...survey to be taken
of the coasts of the United
States...”. Soon after, President
Thomas Jefferson (above) directed
Albert Gallatin, the Secretary of the
Treasury, to issue notice (some
today may call it a “request for
proposal” to use a modern term) to
all interested men asking for plans
of a survey of the coast.

Founding the United States Survey of the Coast on
February 10, 1807, marked the beginnings of both the
first science agency in an embryonic federal government
and NOAA'’s oldest ancestor agency. Fittingly, this took
place during the administration of Thomas Jefferson, the
most scientific of American presidents. Throughout its
history this organization which has changed its name to
the United States Coast Survey, United States Coast and
Geodetic Survey (the term we will use throughout), and
other similar titles helped shape the infrastructure and

build the foundation of American science.
